Most of the parents may know that Jeevana believes in J. Krishnamurthy's
Philosophy of Education and as far as possible this is what is being followed in the
school. The main aspect of his Philosophy is that children are like flower buds and
must be allowed to blossom. In this process, Parents, Society and School playa
major part. Changing the Society is a very difficult task.

As a school we insist that no corporal punishment should be given. When a
child errs, the corrective measures taken are always to help the child in a positive
way. The School has initiated the mentoring system for those who need the same.
Students are counselled by teachers regularly and this has paid dividends. In
academics when students do not reach a particular standard, retests are
conducted. For those who need, extra help has been arranged between 4.00 and
5.00 p.m. Apartfrom this, for a few students, study is arranged even till? .30 p.m.
Whenever the situation demands parents are contacted over phone or through
the Diary. The School is also taking several measures to cultivate good work
habits in students. In the implementation of the above teachers have to work
more and they have been doing so willingly.

Times have changed and so has the attitude of children. Without parental help
& co-operation we are unable to make children realise the need for systematic
and regular work. If parents also advise children firmly on the same and ensure
that it is done, things will improve. Since most parents have only one or two
children, many of them are unable to tell them firmly what is expected of them.
Parents must regularly see the diaries of the children and chat with them to find
out what goes on in the school. If parents are friendly and free with their wards and
also keep in close touch with the School, I feel that the problems of students can
be minimised.

Biodiesel is important for not only saving
economy but also for keeping our environment
pollution free. That is why the Indian Government is
taking interest to encourage this sector.

The Planning Commission of India has
recommended two plant species namely Jatropa
(Jatropa curcas) and Karanj (Pongamia Pinnata) for
biodiesel extraction. These species can also be grown
in degraded, barren and unproductive lands.

Biodiesel is biodegradable and is therefore
safe to handle and transport.

In our project we used neem seeds and
prepared Biodiesel in our Biology Laboratory and had it
checked by the scientists.

Therefore, we have confirmed that by 20.12.2006, we will be able to produce renewable
resource of the fuel energy Bio diesel, thus fulfilling the dream of His Excellency, Dr.A.P.J.Abdul Kalam.

On February I, a group of II, comprising students of classes 9 and 11 accompanied by
the Principal and I, had gone to visit the retired Professor and columnist Mr.J. Vasanthan. It was
one of those rare occasions when one got to listen to an intellectual mind. Renowned for his
tongue-in-cheek humour and political satires, he pens the weekly 'Down the memory lane'
column in the Metroplus. He is also the author of the Jayabalan series in Gokulam, also
compiled into a book, 'Fat is Beautiful'.

Mr. Vasanthan stressed strongly on the role of youth in transforming this ailing society
seeped in corruption and vulgarity into a healthier state. He opined that good thought-
provoking literature, cinema and music were symbols of a cultured society. He added that
ridiculous scripts, unrealistic situations and crude song-and-dance sequences in Indian
Cinema have made them out ofthe reckoning at the Oscars.

Though the subjects he broached were heavy, the way he peppered them with wit and
humour made the 2 hours of exchange dissolve rapidly.

However, most of my
views were confined to my pen-pals, radio-stations and a few officials. My personal problems,
however, prevented me from being more pro-active. As I grew up I realised, and pretty qutcklv
at that, every society deserved its leaders.

A few years ago a young man from England had come to Jeevana on a br ef Teaching
program. When I asked him about the system involved in keeping Britain corruption-free, he
pondered for a minute and then replied, "Corruption is not in our blood". Touche!

I grew up on loads and loads of books and gritty off beat movies, with a penchant for
everything Russian, from cinema to books to music. So, though I lived in a world of my own, I
had my ears close to the stark realities of the real world. While the fire of revolution and
reformation is long extinguished, the cinders are not. Every now and then, news of malpractice,
injustice and what not keep stoking the embers. Especially in the past one year, I have been
cogitating over the meaninglessness of my life. And every time I hear or read of the hundreds
who are doing servic~ to this society through institutions or self-help groups, shame and guilt
gnaw at me.

Iguess a lot of us do not have the guts to walk away and do something more worthwhile
and selfless in our lives. So, in case, you're looking for heroes, the heroes are those who are
quietly running organisations to help the homeless, the orphans, the destitutes and the poor in
the rural and the urban pockets of India or, as the NDTVcalls it, the Republic of hunger, where
every night 6 crore children below the age of 6 go to bed hungry. So think about what YOUcan
do to cure this nation. The most effective remedy is also the simplest. Tocure the nation, all that
we need to do is cure ourselves.

Children and self-esteem

Self-esteem is the basis for positive growth in human relations, learning, creativity and
personal responsibility. It is the "cement" that binds children's personalities together into positive,
integrated and effective structures. Even though parents and teachers can't control·everything that
happens to children, we can influence broad areas of their activities and respond more appropriately
to them when they are experiencing stress in their lives. When children have high self-esteem, they
feel good. If their self-esteem is low, they don't. Observing how they behave in different situations is
the key that unlocks our understanding of how to help them feel good more often. Children with low
self-esteem are no less "handicapped" than people with severe physical disability. When self-esteem is
low, the ability to be successful in learning, human relationships and in all the productive areas of their
lives is limited.

Self-Esteem and interpersonal Relationships
_ Children with high self-esteem generally have good relationships with others. Both

children and adults like to relate to someone who is pleasant to relate to. Children with low self-
esteem are either overly aggressive or excessively retiring in interpersonal relationships, and thus
produce little satisfaction for others.

Self-esteem is different from self-concept, though the two ideas are often confused. In
simple words. "Self-esteem is the way children feel about themselves. Self-concept is the ideas or
beliefs children have about themselves. Children are motivated to act in ways that express both."

Relationships are terribly important to children with low self-esteem. They seek
support and approval from others that they can't give to themselves. But such a child will tend to
distort communications and misconstrue people's attitudes, believing that others believe about him
what he believes about himself. Children's efforts to be friendly toward a child with low self-esteem
are often frustrating because of this. If a child feels that he is not liked or valued by others, he will
anticipate such attitudes towards himself, whether the attitudes are there or not.

Self-esteem and Creativity
Parents and teachers like to see children being creative. Children who keep themselves

busy with imaginative play, who say or do things that are unique, and who show some degree of
imaginative play, who say or do things that are unique and who show some degree of artistic or
intellectual talent, are a delight to most adults. The tendency to act creatively is related to a child's self-
esteem. According to Dr. Harris Clemes, an eminent Psychologist. Creativity involves the following ~

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standards and expectations that children have a hard time meeting.

* Low self-esteem parents have difficulty praising their kids. The praise they offer is
general, rather than specific. Children like any kind of praise, but if it is too general, it doesn't give
them specific information about their behavior, leading to ambiguity and confusion.

* Parents with low self-esteem tend to give mixed messages to their children toward
success but also imply that it will be temporary. ("Keep trying, but don't expect to win!") If parents are
really threatened by their children's success, they may go so far as to undermine the success, by
withholding resources, criticizing or breaking promises. Parents with low self-esteem cannot avoid
some of the above dilemmas. Such parents must address their own problems before they can
effectively enhance their children's self-esteem.
